With the exceptions noted as flags or footnotes, standard analytical protocols were followed in the analysis of the samples and no 
problems were encountered or anomalies observed.  In addition all laboratory quality control samples were within established control 
limits, with any exceptions noted below.  Each sample was analyzed to achieve the lowest possible reporting limit within the constraints of 
the method.  In some cases, due to interference or analytes present at high concentrations, samples were diluted.  For diluted samples, 
the reporting limits are adjusted relative to the dilution required.

Calculations are performed before rounding to avoid round-off errors in calculated results.

All holding times were met and proper preservation noted for the methods performed on these samples, unless otherwise detailed in the 
individual sections below.

Sample Receipt
Nine samples were received on 10/30/2015 9:40 AM; the samples arrived in good condition, properly preserved and, where required, on 
ice.  The temperatures of the 9 coolers at receipt time were 0.0ºC, 0.1ºC, 0.4ºC, 0.4ºC, 0.4ºC, 0.5ºC, 0.5ºC, 1.0ºC and 2.1ºC.

One of four 1L unpreserved amber glass bottles was received broken for sample TMW39S102015 (280-76166-10). Sufficient volume 
remains to perform all the requested analyses per the chain of custody. However, re-extraction or re-analysis may not be possible due to 
limited volume if requested or required. The client was notified on 10/30/2015.

Additional samples/analyses requested on the chain-of-custody are reported under separate covers (280-76166-1 & 280-76166-3).

No other anomalies were encountered during sample receipt.

The 
samples were prepared on 11/02/2015 and 11/07/2015 and analyzed on 11/17/2015 and 11/18/2015. 

Please note the Caprolactam data are reported under separate cover, as the laboratory does not hold DOD ELAP certification for this 
compound.  The laboratory does not maintain quarterly QC requirements for precision, accuracy and detections.

Reporting limits and method detection limits have been adjusted accordingly for the initial volumes extracted.

Due to a laboratory oversight, sample TMW31S102015 (280-76166-11) was extracted out of the prescribed hold time and analyzed for 
method 8270D.  The original extraction was performed within hold time; however, due to a chip in the KD flask the extract was lost. The 
sample was placed back on the backlog and re-extracted 2 days past the 7 day extraction holding time. Please note that the sample 
results should be considered estimated.

Surrogate Terphenyl-d14 was recovered below the QC control limits in sample TMW40S102015 (280-76166-1).  This anomaly is due to 
obvious matrix interference; therefore, corrective action is deemed unnecessary.

MS/MSD analyses for prep batches 280-303170 and 280-303850 were not requested.

No other analytical or quality issues were noted, other than those described in the Definitions/Glossary page.
